
How to Gain a Clear Conscience 
John 7:24 Do not judge by appearances but judge with right 
judgment.  

1. Does someone hold something against me that I need to 
clear up? 

If not sure, ask. “I may be being overly sensitive; is there 
something I’ve done to offend you?” 

 

 

 

2. What was the basic                         done against someone? 

Examples: self-centered, harsh, ungrateful, critical, proud, 
disrespectful, unkind, lying, stubborn, etc.  

 

 

 

3. Ask Them to Forgive You.
