1. Ownership: God                      us. 

Matt. 25:14 Again, it will be like a man going on a 
journey, who called his servants….

25:14 Again, it will be like a man going on a 
journey, who called his servants and entrusted his 
property to them. 

 

 

3. Diversity: God gives                                     gifts. 

Matt. 25:15 To one he gave five talents of money, to 
another two talents, and to another one talent, each 
according to his ability.  



Exodus 3:11 … (Moses) "Who am I, that I should go to 
Pharaoh and bring the Israelites out of Egypt?"  

Judges 6:14 (Gideon) The LORD turned to him and said, 
"Go in the strength you have and save Israel out of Midian's 
hand. Am I not sending you?" 15 "But Lord," Gideon asked, 
"how can I save Israel? My clan is the weakest in 
Manasseh, and I am the least in my family."  

Jeremiah 1:5 (Jeremiah) "Before I formed you in the womb I 
knew you, before you were born I set you apart; I appointed 
you as a prophet to the nations." 6 "Ah, Sovereign LORD," I 
said, "I do not know how to speak; I am only a child."

Matthew 25:20 The man who had received the five talents 
brought the other five. 'Master,' he said, 'you entrusted me 
with five talents.

5. Reward: God                               us for our 
investments. 

Matt. 25:21, 23… “Well done, good and faithful servant! 
You have been faithful with a few things; I will put you in 
charge of many things. Come and share your master’s 
happiness!”
